Position Summary
 

The Economics Education and Research Consortium, Inc. (EERC) has as its central goal the creation of sustainable local capacity for teaching and research in modern economics primarily in Ukraine but also other countries in the Eurasia region. Since 1996, EERC has managed a high-quality master's program in economics, in Kyiv, Ukraine. The teaching program is also known as the Kyiv School of Economics (KSE). EERC also manages the GDN regional grant competition and window, the Belarus Research and Outreach Center (BEROC) and various research projects. EERC also aspires to develop the Kyiv School of Economics to include other disciplines in social sciences.
 

Principal Duties and Responsibilities
The President will direct and coordinate all organizational activities necessary to achieve EERC's stated objectives and is specifically responsible for:
· Under the guidance of the Board of Trustees, developing and implementing the strategic plan for the organization
· Fundraising, maintaining donor relations and ensuring the overall financial health of the organization

The President is supported by an experienced staff (public relations and development, accounting, academic affairs, information technology, etc.) Guidance is provided by the Board of Trustees (and its Executive Committee) and the International Advisory Board. The President delegates authority, as appropriate to EERC professional and support staff.
Specific tasks in support of the principal duties and responsibilities include but are not limited to the following: 
 

Overall Management of the Organization
· Prepares the annual work plan and budget and presents it to the Board of Trustees for approval
· Ensure effective and efficient use of financial and physical resources of the organization
· Maintain sound management practices and compliance to government and donor requirements
· Coordinates all aspects of program management, oversees the faculty and staff 
· Hires and fires faculty and staff, establishing and communicating job responsibilities and performance expectations to assure mutual understanding of desired results.
· Manages the faculty recruitment process for the KSE 
· Supervises the recruitment and admissions process for students to ensure a highly qualified student body at KSE.

· Serves as primary donor liaison. Keeps donors updated on program developments and ensures that the program represents interests of all donors and other key stakeholders.
· Interacts regularly with the Board of Trustees and the International Advisory Board, prepares their meetings and manages communications between Board meetings.
